Welcome back/ Seasons

In this unit the students will be able to:

a. speak about their summer vocations, and activities

b. practise in characterising the seasons of the year, learn a poem about seasons
c. do the project-Goldenautumn in Georgia
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This is the first lesson after summer holidays, so the students will be eager to speak about their summer and
summer vacation.

Brainstorming the vocabulary
The teacher: Why do people like summer?

Back at school after summer holidays

Listen and repeat Tapescript 1

With this question the teacher tries to elicit from the students all the prior vocabulary about summer weather,
months, nature, fruits and vegetables, activities: surfing, swimming, sunbathing, fishing, sailing, playing beach
volleyball, hiking, picking mushrooms, etc. The teacher tries to write all the phrases the students brainstorm in order
to give them the possibility to use them in their conversation.

Brainstorming the ideas and activities

Ask the students to brainstorm the ideas about the summer activities. Let them imagine they have mobile phones
with them and are going to share their picture gallery with each other, first with desk mates, then with others in the
class. The teacher can allow 7 minutes for them to walk and talk.

When the vocabulary is revised and are shared ask the student to speak about most impressive fact about their
friend’s holiday.

Listening and reading

Ask the students to listen to the dialogue and find out what was interesting in the children’s holiday, paying
attention to new words like funfair, rides, seashells, etc.

The children read and play out the dialogue in pairs.

Listen to the dialogue and role play Tapescript 2

Anna: Can you show me your summer holiday photos?

Mary: Certainly. This is John, my brother and this is me. We are collecting seashells. And here we are in the
mountains.

Anna: Now look at my videos. Look at this one. My friends and I are at the funfair. Look at our faces. We are
scared, but the rides are fantastic!

Mary: I°d like to be there. I like the rides. Ann, look here! I’ve got some seashells for you.

Anna: Oh, they are so beautiful. Thank you, Mary. That’s so kind of you.

Is only summer beautiful? Of course this is an intriguing question which will lead to expressing their ideas about
other seasons why they are also nice. The teacher writes the names of the seasons on the board.

Ask the students to match them with the pictures. Ask and answer the questions and pay attention to proper use
of the present continuous tense.

Activity

Groupwork

The teacher asks the students to work in four groups and write all the words, expressions, activities for each season
on the stickers. The teacher monitors the process and helps if the students need a word, spelling or something else.

When the students are ready the teacher asks each group to stick the sticker papers on the board according to
their season. The teacher chooses the members of the jury and assess the work according to

a.Who has used more words, expressions; b.Who has less spelling mistakes and announces the winner group.

How to teach directions

Directions can be challenging to teach however itis important to learn. There are many fun activities you can
incorporate into your lessons to make them more enjoyable. Typically the first direction lesson would follow
lessons introducing vocabulary such as post office, police station, school, bank, playground, park, library, etc. since
these will be used extensively in directions lessons.

Warming up

Get your students interested in learning how to give directions. On the board draw a rough map of the neighborhood,
just a few streets and the school will do. Ask “Where is the school?”” Have a student come to the board and point it out.
Then ask where a few other landmarks are and have students draw and label them on your map.

Introduce — Directions Vocabulary

Introduce the words ‘right” and ‘left’. Try to elicit the meaning or translation of these words from the students
and write them on the board with arrows demonstrating each direction. Once their meanings have been made clear
to the class, demonstrate proper pronunciation. It may be fun to teach your students this little trick to remember
right and left: if you hold your arms out in front of you, extend just your thumb and index fingers on your left hand.
The left hand with have a capital L for left.

Write phrases on the map
Introduce the following phrases:
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— Turn right/left

— Go straight./Go forward/back
— Cross the bridge

— Keep walking

— in front (of)

— behind

Practise

Ask students to do some choral repetition. Call on students to model pronunciation in order to check their
progress on the individual level and do some quick comprehension tests. Ask a student to “Turn right” or “Turn left”
with a demonstration and after a few individual checks feel free to have the whole class join in making sure they
are listening to the words right and left and not just turning from side to side by occasionally instructing them to
“Turn left, turn left” or “Turn right, turn right” which should end up with everyone facing the back of the classroom.
Anyone who isn’t facing the correct direction needs to focus on the words more closely.

Hiding game.
Ask one student out. Hide any schoolthing, for example an eraser. Ask the student to come in. The classs starts
giving instructions: Go right, left/turn/ go straight, it’s nets to... — You’ll see it on the right/left/-It’s next to...

Find the building

Draw building shapes on the board and write the names, library, bank, school, etc.

Ask two students to the board. One whispers in your ears the name of one building and gives directions to the
other student. The other should listen carefully, follow directions and guess.

Practise

Mark your imaginary present location on a rough map like the one before, make it more complicated and ask
your students “How do I get to the ~?” Call on one student to give just the first section of directions, then another
student for the second section, and then another until you’ve reached your destination. Repeat until your students
feel comfortable enough with the new phrases to give a whole set of directions on their own. If necessary, go back
to review anything that seems difficult for the students.

Practise — Directions

After demonstrating the dialogue, ask the students to work in pairs to practise giving directions. The model
dialogue should resemble this:

A: Excuse me. How do I get to the ~?

B: Turn left. Turn right at the 3rd corner. You’ll see it on your left.

A: Thank you!

B: You’re welcome.

Ask for volunteers to demonstrate their conversations to the class. Overacting is always encouraged. Any
difficulties during a demonstration can indicate which areas may need further review. See if classmates can correct
errors if they occur.

Production — Directions
As an alternative, ask the students to create their worksheets for practise and practise with the classmates.

Review — Directions
Ask for translations or demonstrations of all associated vocabulary and phrases as well as directions from one
place to another. Encourage students to ask questions if something is unclear.

When teaching directions, it is incredibly important to choose one structure and stick to it so that your students
do not become unnecessarily confused. For example ‘Turn right/left at the 1st/2nd/3rd corner’ or ‘Turn right/lefi
onto Smith Street.” or ‘Go three blocks and turn right/left.” or ‘Take the 1st/2nd/3rd right/left after the school.’ If
you feel they have mastered all the vocabulary well, then you may complicate.
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Fun activities on directions

Ask for two volunteers to come up to the front of the class. One person will give directions while the other
person follows the directions. The person following the directions will be drawing on the whiteboard with a marker.

Have the person drawing face the whiteboard, with their back to the person giving directions.

The person giving directions will not be allowed to turn around and view what the person following directions
is drawing.

Show the paper to the person giving directions so the one drawing will not have any clues about what he will
be drawing.

Draw the tail on a donkey.

Draw a donkey without a tail on the board. Ask for two volunteers to come up to the front of the class. One
person will give directions while the other person follows the directions. The person following the directions will be
drawing on the whiteboard with a marker.

Have the person drawing face the whiteboard, with their back to the person giving directions.

The person giving directions will be allowed to turn around and view what the person following directions is
drawingand help only with instructions.
